Dear Residents
In June 2017, your neighbors on the Library’s Board 
of Trustees made the decision to put forth a bond vote 

for a new library at 55 Vanderbilt Parkway. In October 
2017, the community voted 2:1 in favor of the bond to tear 

down the Dix Hills branch. 

On August 27, 2018, we signed a lease with the HHHSD, to temporarily 
relocate to Chestnut Hill School. Besides typical library resources, there 
will be 3 meeting rooms and 2 additional spaces that are usable during 
cooler weather. Thus, identifying a space with 5 meeting rooms to serve 
library programming and community groups. 

During this transitional period, we need to modify the program schedule 
because there is limited parking at Chestnut Hill prior to 3 pm on week-
days and during soccer season.

In Fall 2020, when you return to 55 Vanderbilt Parkway, we will have a 
beautiful, state-of-the-art library with books, an auditorium, meeting 
rooms and large multi-purpose rooms dedicated to programming and 
services. 

Thank you, Board of Education and the community for your continued 
support. Please bear with us; your patience is greatly appreciated.

FAQs

Q. When will the library be relocating? 
The library will relocate to Chestnut Hill School by year-end. Bids have 
been received and are being reviewed for work which needs to be 
completed at Chestnut Hill. Please check our website at hhhlibrary.org 
for updates.

Q. Where can i pick up my reserve or museum pass during 
this transition? 
Beginning October 15, all holds and museum passes will be available 
for pick-up at the Melville branch only until Chestnut Hill is ready for 
occupancy. 

Q. How long will the library be closed? 
The library will never close! Our Melville branch is open and will have 
extended hours including Friday evening and Sunday 12 PM– 
5 PM during the transition. Remember, you can always access many 
library resources online at home, 24/7.

Q. What will the hours be at Chestnut Hill? 
Once Chestnut Hill is open, it will have the same hours as the Dix Hills 
branch.

Directions to Temporary Location 
at 600 South Service Rd., Dix Hills
Southern State Parkway:
Exit 35, north on Wellwood Avenue/Pinelawn Road. Turn right on S. 
Service Road. Turn right on Bagatelle Road. Turn left onto Chestnut 
Hill driveway.

Northern State Parkway:
Eastbound, follow exit 37A. Merge on I-495 E (LIE) and follow 
instructions below.

Westbound, follow exit 44 for Sagtikos Parkway. Take exit S1W 
toward I-495 W (LIE). Merge onto Long Island Expressway North 
Service Road to I-495 W. Follow instructions below.

Long Island Expressway:
Eastbound, follow exit 50 and merge onto S. Service Road. Turn 
right onto Bagatelle Road. Turn left onto the Chestnut Hill driveway.

Westbound, follow exit 50 and merge onto N. Service Road. Make 
a left turn onto Bagatelle Road. Make a left turn onto Chestnut Hill 
driveway.
